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Implants are great!  But there is a drawback.  Once the implant is 
placed, you generally have to wait 3-4 months before you can put the 
crown on.  The Implant and bone have to fuse.  Once they do, the im-
plant is solid for life. 
 
Most people don’t want to go around without teeth for a while, or 
wear a temporary denture that fits like socks on a rooster. The gum 
tissue changes daily with healing and there are constant sore spots. 
There is a new technique for people missing all of their teeth in an 
arch (upper or lower). We are now able to place the implants and put 
the teeth in on the same day!  And research shows that the implant and 
bone fuse just great. This new hybrid denture doesn’t put any pressure 
on your gum tissue, so it is immediately more comfortable.

“Do You Brush Someone Else’s Teeth?” 
 
Do you know someone struggling with their oral hygiene home 
care? Maybe it’s an aging parent or a family member with 
physical or mental challenges. Many times, you are so busy 
dealing with other medical or physical situations that dental 
care is either put on the back burner or not addressed at all. 
Dental health, in general, is not routinely discussed in the scope 
of care with other healthcare providers such as physicians and 
counselors. 
 
So what can you do? Here are five tips to help you care for the 
dental needs of your loved one: 
 
1. Electric toothbrush  -  This is a powerful, effective tool in 

your home dental tool kit! It does a better job than a regu-
lar toothbrush. You can even get one that lights up or plays 
music….and that leads us to the next tip. 

2. Distraction  - You may be thinking that this is something 
you’d use with kids but it works for adults too! Talking or 
singing may help to make oral hygiene care fun. This tech-
nique can be helpful for Alzheimer’s and other memory 
impairing conditions. 

3. Toothpaste is not necessary. Some people have real is-
sues with the taste and texture of toothpaste. Alternate 
options include dipping the toothbrush in a non-alcohol 
mouthwash or Act fluoride rinse. 

4. Take out appliances such as partials and dentures and 
clean them for your loved one. It’s easier to clean the re-
maining teeth without the appliance in the mouth. 

5. If you only have one time a day to brush, Nighttime 
brushing is a must. We have less saliva flowing at night 
so debris and bacteria can have a party in the mouth over-
night so getting the junk out before bed is best.
